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Scan of External SAFETEA-LU Environmental Communications 

For this month’s scan, we reviewed the websites of 30 organizations that had posted new content regarding SAFETEA-LU or related programs during the past six months. Comments are included with this April 7, 2006, letter from AMPO to the U.S. EPA regarding guidance entitled, ‘Draft Diesel Retrofits: Quantifying and Using Their Benefits in SIPs and Transportation Conformity.’  The organization believes that the current 3% cap on allowable emissions reductions under the current program is a deterrent to MPOs and state DOTs funding non-road diesel retrofits with transportation funds as a SIP emission reduction strategy.

New updates include a letter to recommend that State DOTs do not return SAFETEA-LU funding for bicycle/pedestrian programs as part of a $2 billion rescission of transportation funds required by Congress at the end of 2005.  Another update urges passage of the Bicycle Commuter Act, introduced by Representatives Earl Blumenauer (D-OR) and Mark Foley (R-FL) as H.R. 807 in February 2005.  It would extend the definition of  “transportation” in Section 132 (f) of the 1986 IRS code to include “bicycles” providing a strong incentive to employees to bike to work.
