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EPA’S SYSTEM FOR NOTIFICATION AND FILING OF EISs
· Council on Environmental Quality (CEQ) regulations at 1506.9 require agencies to file environmental impact statements (EISs) with EPA no earlier than they are made available to the public

· EPA’s Notice of Availability in the Federal Register is the official start of the public comment/wait  periods required under NEPA and CEQ regulations

· EPA requires that Five Bound Copies of the EIS being filed be delivered to:

· EPA publishes a notice of availability (NOA) of EISs in the Federal  Register each Friday.  If a holiday falls on Friday the NOA is published on Thursday.

· Each EPA NOA includes only EISs which were filed with EPA the previous week. 

· Agencies must assure that the EIS has been transmitted to the public at the time the EIS is filed with EPA.

· Regulations require that one copy of each EIS be delivered to CEQ.  EPA provides a copy of each EIS to the White House, Executive Office of the President, New Executive Office Building, Washington, DC for this purpose.
